2. Teacher makes 1 color copy of this template for each student.

3. Students cut on the black line & fold in this order:

Bed - Fold and open 26ain.

Orange - Fold and open again.

Green - Fold the paper on the green lines.

Blae - Turn over. Hold the cootie catcher up to the light. Fold on the blue lines you see
inside.

%4 Turn over & fold in half.

5 Open & fold in half again.

6. Slip your fingers inside the pockets. Now, you are done folding the paper.
